From the Director:  
 

As I write this article for our quarterly newsletter, I am thinking about the Fall Season and how farm-
ers are working on their harvest. A strong harvest is important for the Partnership, too. We have 
been studying the year -end reports for our activities last year which ended June 30 th. Despite the ter-
rible budget year~$77,882 loss in Smart Start funding there are many places the Partnership had 
positive impacts, our harvest of sorts. To give you a brief taste of our harvest (full annual report will 
be in the next newsletter edition), we served 61% of the birth to five year olds in Person County in at 
least one of our activities. We had 153 parents participate in a parent education session; 1438 chil-
dren were served in Imagination Library with over 16,000 books distributed; and we reviewed the 
body mass index of 563 preschoolers. All of these accomplishments happened in spite of our budget 
losses. In this time of harvest, I am especially thankful for the harvest that comes during very lean 
budget years, it is proof of the commitment of many dedicated people that work in the early child-
hood arena in Person County and the many people who support the efforts of the Partnership for 

Children.  

 

One of the ways that all of Person County can support the efforts of the Partnership is to contribute 
to our Imagination Library. On October 20 th, our board will recognize the patrons of our Imagination 
Library during the prior year and will kick off our contribution campaign for the next year. Our board 
has established an Imagination Library Advisory Committee that will soon send out letters asking 
individuals, families, civic organizations, businesses, churches and industry to help raise $20,000 to 
support our Imagination Library. Our sincere thanks to Mr. Ronnie Bugnar and Dr. James Owen for 
agreeing to chair this important committee. Speaking to the Organization for Economic Cooperation 
and Development, Mrs. Laura Bush stated ñwhen 
you give children books, you give them a piece of 
hope they can hold and the ability to imagine a fu-
ture of opportunity, equality and justiceò. We hope 
that individuals and organizations will want to join 
our Imagination Library Advisory Committee and 
our Board of Directors in bringing Imagination Li-
brary books to Person County preschool children. 
The cost/year for one child to receive a book each 
month in the mail is $30.  We ask you to consider 
joining our patron program by filling out the dona-
tion form (on the last page of this newsletter),  at-
taching your contribution, and mailing to the       
Partnership. Thank you for helping us help young
